After 7 years there is hope!

Wasim Akram is 18 years old, lives in the
village of Sondanga with his parents and has
one younger sister. His family is very poor
and are part of 10% of the population in
Mayapur that do not own land. Wasim’s father
works as a mason where he makes bricks and
earns between Rs.800 - Rs.900 a month.

This is between to $20 - $23 Australian dollars
a month.

With much encouragement from Ms Moslima Mondal, our village Healthcare
Worker, Wasim came to see the doctors at our Mobile clinic for help with the
painless swelling on the right side of his jaw. Wasim has had this condition for
the past 7 years but has been unable to seek medical treatment because of their
extreme poverty.

Wasim was first treated by our doctors
on 29.07.08. He was treated with

Calc Fluor 12x, three times daily. He
visited our clinic again on 08.08.08,
28.08.08 and 04.09.08.

A significant improvement was noticed
on each visit. There has been a
reduction in swelling and the skin sur-
face is softer. We will keep you up to
date on his progress.

One of the most amazing days in our trip to Mayapur was when
we visited Sardanga village and treated ill children. A woman
approached us with her 10 month old baby who had green
discharge and blood streaming from his right ear. His mother
spoke of how this infection had been there since he was four
months old.

The child looked extremely ill, lifeless, just resting on his mother’s
shoulder and with an obvious fever. One dose of the
homoeopathic remedy Pulsatilla and within 15 minutes the
mother came running up to us with her child who was now
alert, awake and bright eyed. The fever had broken and the child
had regained his vigor. This was a wonderful testament to the
power of homoeopathy. We gave the mother additional
Pulsatilla to use if needed.

HOPE FOR 16 YEAR OLD MALLIKA

Walking Again!

Mallika Khatoon is 16 years old and lives with her mother,
two brothers and one sister in the village of Sondanga.
Her father died long ago, so her older brother provides for
the family by working as a stonemason, earning Rs1,000
per month which is $26.50. Her younger brother and
sister go to school in the village. She has two older
brothers who also live in Sondanga with their wives and
children.

3 years ago Mallika started experiencing pain in her joints,
mainly in her knees and ankles. The pain became so
acute that she was unable to stand from a sitting position and could not walk easily.
She had to drop out of school as she was unable to walk that far.

Over the past 3 years, Mallika had been taken to two allopathic doctors for
consultation, one at Dhubulia and the other one at Krishnanagar. She benefitted
from treatment from the doctor at the Government run District Hospital in
Krishnanagar, however she had to discontinue her treatment because the doctor was
transferred. Mallika’s first visit to our mobile clinic was on 16.7.08. where she was
diagnosed with a type of Arthritis in her knees and ankles, along with pain all over her
body, weakness, low grade fever, etc. Her medical records and test results from
12.05.07 showed that she had Pneumatic Fever.

Her treatment started on 16.7.08 with two doses of the homoeopathic medicine Rhus
Tox 200. Visits on 29.7.08 and 18.8.08 showed a significant improvement in
Mallika’s condition. She has had relief from pain and now she can walk on her own.
She is very hopeful she will soon resume her studies.
